�ADVANCE \d4�Scout 18 Wheeler Truck Race Regulations


REGISTRATION - Immediately following registration and weighing, the Truck will be placed in a separate secure area to prevent accidental damage or further modifications.


TRUCKS - Truck must be a new one made this year - last year's model is NOT PERMITTED to race in this year's meets.


RACING - All Trucks must be raced by a Leader wearing the proper nationally approved uniform. Each Truck will be placed and started on the track by the official starter only. When a Truck leaves the track, the race is rerun. If it leaves the track a second time, it is disqualified for that race only


WHEELS AND AXLES - They must be used as furnished. Wheels may be very lightly sanded to remove casting tracks on wheels. The riding surface of the wheels are NOT to be painted or polished and the wheel is NOT to be filled with additional weight. 


CLEARANCE - Truck chassis must not be lowered below 3/8 inch (9.5mm). Failure to ensure this may result in the bottom of the Truck dragging on the race strip. 


WIDTH - Overall width of the Truck shall not exceed 3.5 inch (9 cm), this width may include fenders, side pipes, running boards, or any other accessories desired by the builder. 


LENGTH - Overall length of the Truck shall not exceed 17.5 inches (44.5 cm) or be less than 14.25 inches (36 cm).


HEIGHT - Overall height of the Truck shall not exceed 4.5 inches (11.5 cm) anywhere on the Truck.


WEIGHT - Total weight shall not exceed 1 lb. (0.5 kg). The Truck may be hollowed out and built up to the maximum weight by the addition of wood or metal only, provided it is securely attached to the body or chassis. There will be one scale designated as the "official" scale, weight shown by this scale will NOT be open to debate.  


WHEEL BEARINGS - Washers and bushings of any type are PROHIBITED.  


SPRINGING - Trucks shall not ride on any type of springs.  


DETAILS - Details such as steering wheel, driver, decals, interior details are permissible. These additional details shall NOT cause the Truck to exceed the maximum weight or dimensions. No loose materials of any kind are permitted in or on the Truck.


ATTACHMENTS - The Truck must be free wheeling with no starting device. 


CONSTRUCTION - Any type of wood construction is permissible. Wood block supplied with model need not be used, but the Truck must be built from wood. The Truck may be painted as desired, however, the entire chassis bottom must be left unpainted.


LUBRICATION - NO OIL or WET LUBRICANTS permitted - only dry type lubrication is permissible. Lubrication sh
