ADVANCE \d4Scout Pickup Truck Race Regulations

· TRUCKS - Truck must be a new one made this year - last years model is NOT PERMITTED to compete in this year’s meet.

· REGISTRATION - Immediately following registration, numbering and weighing, the Truck will be placed in a separate secure holding area to prevent accidental damage or further modifications.

· RACING - All Trucks must be raced by a Leader wearing the proper nationally approved uniform. Each Truck will be placed and started on the track by the official starter only. If a Truck leaves the track, the race will be rerun. If it leaves the track a second time, it is disqualified for that race only. All decisions taken by race officials shall be FINAL.

· OUT OF BOUNDS - All areas designated as “Out of Bounds” will be strictly observed. Participants shall not attempt to step over the track at any point. Participants are not allowed into the Truck holding area without the permission of a race official.

· TRUCK WIDTH - Overall width of the Truck, including all accessories added by the builder, shall not exceed 4 inches (10 cm). Width between wheels must be 1.75 inches (4.5 cm).

· TRUCK LENGTH - Overall length of the Truck, including all accessories added by the builder, shall not exceed 9 inches (23 cm) or be less than 7 inches (18 cm).

· TRUCK HEIGHT - Overall height of the Truck, including all accessories added by the builder, shall not exceed 4 inches (10 cm) anywhere on the Truck. 

· TRUCK WEIGHT - Total weight of the Truck shall not exceed 5 ounces (142 grams). The Truck may be hollowed out or added to, so as to build up to the maximum weight by the addition of wood or metal only, provided it is securely attached to the body or chassis. There will be one scale designated as the "official" scale, and the weight shown by this scale will NOT be open to debate. 

· CLEARANCE - Truck chassis must not be lowered below 3/8 inch (0.95cm). Failure to ensure this may result in the bottom of the Truck dragging on the race strip. 

· CONSTRUCTION - Any type of wood construction is permissible. Extra wood blocks supplied with model need not be used, however, the Truck must use the slotted pine base for attachment of the wheels. 

· DETAILS - Additional details such as headlights, antennas, cargo, etc. are permissible, provided they do NOT cause the Truck to exceed the maximum weight or dimensions. No loose materials of any kind are permitted in, on or under the Truck.

· PAINTING - The Truck may be painted and decorated as desired, however, the entire chassis bottom must be left UNPAINTED.

· WHEELS AND AXLES - They must be used as furnished. Wheels and axles may be very lightly sanded to remove casting marks. The riding surface of the wheels are NOT to be painted and the wheels themselves are not to be filled-in with any additional weight. 

· WHEEL BEARINGS - Washers, bushings or bearings of any type are PROHIBITED on wheel axles.

· SPRINGING - Trucks shall not ride on any type of springs. 

· ATTACHMENTS - The Truck must be free-wheeling with no starting device. No part of the Truck shall drag on the track.

· LUBRICATION – Light lubrication of the wheels will be allowed in moderation. Lubrication shall be confined to the axle/wheel only and must NOT under any circumstances soil the underside of the Truck or the track, or interfere with subsequent races. Lubrication of Trucks during or after registration or between races will NOT be permitted.
